THE CALM BEFORE THE STORM

This seventh Sunday of Easter is somewhat like the proverbial “calm before the storm.” The Lord Jesus has ascended into heaven and Pentecost has not yet occurred. Rather than immediately taking up Jesus’ command to go out to all the nations, the disciples gather in the upper room “with some women, and Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers”. There they all devote themselves to prayer. The Gospel recounts the great prayer for the disciples that Jesus offered to his Father in heaven. If the words of Jesus while he was on earth finally began to sink in for the disciples, then gathering to pray was certainly the right choice, for the second reading lets us all know that to follow Christ means to have a share in his sufferings.

	Keď to Ježiš povedal, pozdvihol oči k nebu a hovoril: „Otče, nadišla hodina: Osláv svojho Syna, aby Syn oslávil teba, tak, ako si mu dal moc nad každým telom, aby všetko, čo si dal ty jemu, im darovalo večný život. A večný život je v tom, aby poznali teba, jediného pravého Boha, a toho, ktorého si poslal, Ježiša Krista. Ja som ťa oslávil na zemi: dokončil som dielo, ktoré si mi dal vykonať. A teraz ty, Otče, osláv mňa pri sebe slávou, ktorú som mal u teba skôr, ako bol svet.“  (Jn 17, 1-5)

Ja som ťa oslávil – tým, že som konal, čo si mi zveril. Hovorím to, Otče, nahlas tak, aby ma počuli nielen tí, čo stoja pri mne, ale aj tí, čo sa označia mojím menom až tam kdesi pred koncom vekov.

Pokým bol náš Pán v telesnej podobe tu medzi nami, zjavoval ľuďom Otcovu všadeprítomnosť, všemohúcnosť, nekonečnú dobrotu a múdrosť. Robil to svojím slovom. Ale ešte viac svojimi skutkami, ktorými dával tieto Otcove vlastnosti skusovať všetkým, čo pociťovali a nejako aj vyjadrovali potrebu Božej pomoci. Sme Ježišovými nasledovníkmi a chceme aj my osláviť Otca. Ak to myslíme úprimne, nasledujme Syna. Hovorme tak ako on a tak aj konajme. Veď on len to hovoril, čo počul od Otca, a len to kona, čo uňho videl. Boh je taký veľký, dobrý a krásny, že stačí len zjaviť ho, aby bol medzi ľuďmi oslávený. Ak sa o to aspoň pokúsime, môžeme aj my dúfať vo svoje oslávenie.


	POPE SPEAKS ON ACADEMIC FREEDOM, CATHOLIC IDENTITY
Pope Benedict XVI asked American Catholic educators to "reflect on what is particular to our Catholic institutions," during an April 17 address to the leaders of Catholic colleges and universities. 

Pope Benedict centered his talk on the need to create a distinctively Catholic identity. That identity, he explained, would be determined not merely by counting the number of Catholic students and professors, but by asking a few key questions about the school's allegiances: "Do we accept the truth Christ reveals? Is the faith tangible in our universities and schools?" A Catholic university exists to spread the truths of the faith, the Pope told his academic audience. Because the purpose of academic freedom is to serve the cause of truth, and because some truths have been defined by the teaching magisterium, "any appeal to the principle of academic freedom in order to justify positions that contradict the faith and the teaching of the Church would obstruct or even betray the university's identity and mission." The preservation of a distinctly Catholic intellectual tradition is essential, the Pope argued, in an age dominated by uncertainty. "The contemporary crisis of truth is rooted in a crisis of faith," he said. While many students and scholars see freedom in the pursuit of novelties, the Church reminds us that genuine freedom comes only through union with God's will, he explained. "Hence authentic freedom can never be attained by turning away from God."
