What is “God’s work?” “This is the work of God, that you believe in the one he sent” (John 6:29).

FEAST OF THE TRANSFIGURATION OF THE LORD

is observed on August 6th to commemorate the manifestation of the Divine glory recorded by St. Matthew. The Armenian bishop Gregory Arsharuni (about 690) ascribes the origin of this feast to St. Gregory the Illuminator (d. 337). The Armenians at present keep the feast for three days as one of the five great feasts of the year. The Latin Church was slow in adopting this feast; it is not mentioned before 850; it was adopted in the liturgy about the tenth century in many dioceses, and was celebrated mostly on August 6th. In 1456 Callixtus III extended the feast to the Universal Church in memory of the victory gained by Hunyady at Belgrade over the Turks, 6 August, 1456.
