BE A ROCK

Peter’s history as a follower or friend of Jesus is a bit spotty. It might be natural to wonder if Jesus, in giving him the keys to the kingdom, didn’t feel a bit like a parent giving a teenager the keys to the family car. But it was at the moment when God’s power and presence broke through everything else to raise up Peter’s great profession of faith in Christ as Messiah that Jesus chose to establish the bond between the loving, forgiving mercy of heaven and our vocation to be witnesses of that love, mercy, and forgiveness on earth. Like any parent, Jesus no doubt foresaw the failings, the irresponsible maneuvers or impaired senses, the collisions that the church would be headed for. But, most importantly, he also saw us at that moment as God prefers to see us: capable of manifesting great faith, with a willingness to remain at the feet of Christ to understand what it truly means to be Messiah and Christ. As the letter to the Romans points out to us today, we have not known the mind or the wisdom of God, but God knows us and still
	chooses to manifest the reign of justice, joy, beauty, and peace through us. Let this be our vocation. Let us always strive to be solid ground on which the church of Jesus Christ can be founded and on which it can continue to be built.

Peter - Skala. Na nej nepremožiteľná Kristova Cirkev. To je jeden obraz. Peter – kľúčiar, Peter – istota, že sa nedostane do nej, čo by ju mohlo zničiť.To je druhý obraz. A tretí je hore nad tým, v nebi, kde sa dáva pečať na všetko, čo Peter, stále vedený Božím Duchom, rozhodne vo veciach viery a mravov a čo zviaže alebo rozviaže v oblasti disciplíny tu na zemi. Tri obrazy, ktoré však hovoria jedno a to isté, a to, že treba byť vždy s Petrom a nikdy nie proti nemu. A vždy aj s tými, ktorých Peter poverí, aby nás v jeho mene učili a viedli, a ktorí pritom vždy dbajú, aby boli sami v náuke i v disciplíne s ním zajedno. Ak by sme nedbali na ich slová a poškodzovali akýmkoľvek spôsobom ich autoritu, neboli by sme bez viny, ale ani bez nebezpečenstva zblúdiť a stratiť sa. Najmä, ak by sme to urobili vedome.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The Roman Canon, called Eucharistic Prayer I, is probably seldom heard in your parish. Some priests will choose it for at least one of the Masses of Christmas, or the Easter Vigil. Such sparing use of this prayer seems strange, especially since it was the only Eucharistic Prayer in the Latin Rite for many centuries, from as long ago as 500 right up to 1970. In 1965, the vernacular language was approved for the canon of the Mass. Almost immediately, some experimental texts began to surface in the Netherlands, and priests began to use new Dutch texts without permission. By 1966, Pope Paul VI had set up a committee to consider whether or not it was time to approve such experimentation and extend it to non-Dutch churches. No sooner had the committee been formed than other individuals copied the Dutch by just plunging on ahead. The Dutch bishops had approved the use of the new prayers nationwide in 1968, and Flemish bishops in Belgium quickly agreed. By then, German translations of the Dutch prayers were in wide use, 
	and before long nearly one hundred Eucharistic Prayers, all unapproved, were in circulation in France. The Vatican heard the widespread desire for more variety in Eucharistic Prayer forms, and, with the pope’s approval, the process of creating new official prayers began.

Počas letných mesiacov omše zamerané na deti nebudú. Najbližšia takáto sv. omše bude v poslednú  októbrovú nedeľu , t. j. 26. októbra. 

Benedikt XVI. odovzdal páliá aj dvom slovenským arcibiskupom
Benedikt XVI. odovzdal v nedeľu 29. júna, na Sviatok apoštolov sv. Petra a Pavla, vo vatikánskej Bazilike sv. Petra v Ríme posvätné páliá aj bratislavskému arcibiskupovi – metropolitovi Stanislavovi Zvolenské-mu a gréckokatolíckemu prešovskému arcibiskupovi – metropolitovi Jánovi Babjakovi SJ. Pálium je pevná látková stuha asi päť centimetrov široká, utkaná z bielej vlny do oblúka tak, aby sa dala vložiť na plecia. Symbolizuje baránka na pleciach dobrého pastiera. Je znakom úradu a duchovnej moci metropolitu a plného spoločenstva s rímskym veľkňazom. Dva baránky, z ktorých vlny sa páliá pripravujú, sú chova-
	né u pátrov Trapistov v rímskom Opátstve Tre Fontane. Od polovice sedemnásteho storočia pápež tieto baránky požehnáva na sviatok rímskej mučenice Agnesy vždy 21. januára. Iba pápež je oprávnený nosiť pálium na ktoromkoľvek mieste a pri ktorejkoľvek príležitosti. Preto je obrad odovzdávania pália vlastne jedinou príležitosťou, kedy je možné vidieť viacerých arcibiskupov s páliami na jednom mieste v rovnakom momente. Inak totiž môžu arcibiskupi pálium nosiť len na území vlastnej jurisdikcie. Po smrti arcibiskupa musí byť pálium pochované so zosnulým.
